Hot November in Sinfonia Varsovia
National Polish Radio Symphony Orchestra 
in Katowice – 14 November, 12:00 PM
Warsaw Philharmonic – 19 and 22 November, 7:30 PM
Sinfonia Varsovia – 24 November, 7:00 PM
Teatr Wielki – Polish National Opera – 28 November, 6:00 PM
The second half of November will be a busy time for Sinfonia Varsovia – the line-up spans five orchestral and chamber music concerts with varied repertoires, including two concerts of the “Eufonie” International Music Festival of Central and Eastern Europe. The Orchestra will be conducted by Jerzy Maksymiuk, Zsolt Nagy, Monika Wolińska, and Maciej Tworek with guest soloists including Janusz Wawrowski, Aleksandra Kuls, and Ryszard Groblewski. The events will take place at the headquarters of the National Polish Radio Symphony Orchestra in Katowice (14 November, 12:00 PM), the Warsaw Philharmonic (19 and 22 November, 7:30 PM), Sinfonia Varsovia (24 November, 7:00 PM) and the Teatr Wielki – Polish National Opera (28 November, 6:00 PM) in Warsaw.
On 14 November (12 PM), a symphony morning with Sinfonia Varsovia will take place at the headquarters of the National Polish Radio Symphony Orchestra in Katowice. The Orchestra will be conducted by Jerzy Maksymiuk, the founder and long-term conductor of its predecessor, the Polish Chamber Orchestra. The program will feature works by two key composers of the so-called First and Second Viennese schools: Symphony No. 2 in D major, Op. 36 by the Vienna classicist, Ludwig van Beethoven, and the late Romantic Verklärte Nacht, Op. 4 by the modernist and future father of dodecaphony, Arnold Schönberg.
On 19 November (7:30 PM), Sinfonia Varsovia will open the third edition of the “Eufonie” International Music Festival of Central and Eastern Europe at the Warsaw Philharmonic. The program will feature works by Hungarian masters: Ferenc Liszt's Mephisto Waltz No. 1 for orchestra, Ernő Dohnányi's Symphonic Minutes, and Zoltán Kodály's Te Deum. In the latter piece, the Orchestra will be joined by the Warsaw Philharmonic Choir and guest soloists including Bożena Bujnicka (soprano), Urszula Kryger (alto), Karol Kozłowski (tenor), and Wojciech Gierlach (bass). The musicians will be led by renowned concert and opera conductor, Zsolt Nagy.
On 22 November (7:30 PM), Sinfonia Varsovia will appear for the second time at the Festival. Monika Wolińska will conduct the Orchestra in a performance of the Izbuc final tarantella from Marţian Negrea's symphonic suite, Through the Apuseni Mountains, Op. 20, Jean Sibelius's Symphony No. 1 in E minor, Op. 39, and Ludomir Różycki's Violin Concerto, Op. 70 (with Janusz Wawrowski as soloist), which was reconstructed two years ago by Ryszard Bryła and Janusz Wawrowski.
On 24 November (7 PM), the second concert of the Sinfonia Varsovia Plays Chamber Music “Kamionek 1901” series will take place at the Orchestra’s Rehearsal Room at 272 Grochowska Street. The program juxtaposes pieces by Young Poland composers against the ones composed by their aesthetically conservative predecessors. We will hear rarely performed chamber music by Zygmunt Noskowski, Grzegorz Fitelberg, and Apolinary Szeluto, which will be complemented by a selection of piano mazurkas by Władysław Żeleński, Eugeniusz Pankiewicz, Karol Szymanowski, and Alexander Scriabin. The performers include Adam Siebers (violin), Mateusz Doniec (viola), Marcel Markowski (cello), and Łukasz Chrzęszczyk (piano).
In November, Sinfonia Varsovia will commemorate the world-renowned conductor and contemporary music composer, Krzysztof Penderecki, who was associated with the Orchestra for almost a quarter of a century as its music and artistic director. On 28 November (6 PM), less than a week after the anniversary of his birth, the Teatr Wielki – Polish National Opera will host a special concert devoted to his music. Sinfonia Varsovia, led by Maciej Tworek, will perform Penderecki's Double Concerto with Aleksandra Kuls (violin) and Ryszard Groblewski (viola) as soloists and the composer's Symphony No. 6 “Chinese Songs” with a prominent performance by Thomas Bauer (baritone) and Joanna Kravchenko (erhu).
