Sinfonia Varsovia is going on tour in May. The Warsaw-based orchestra will inaugurate the 29th "Probaltica" Festival of Music and Art of Baltic Countries in Toruń, give a special concert at the Gdańsk Music Festival, and celebrate the 600th anniversary of Mińsk Mazowiecki with the premiere of Grzegorz Duchnowski’s Symphony No. 6 Holy God. The ensemble will be conducted by Jean-Jacques Kantorow, Michał Klauza, and Anna Duczmal-Mróz and will be joined by other guest artists, including pianists Alexandre Kantorow and Adam Kośmieja.
The 29th "Probaltica" Festival of Music and Art of the Baltic Countries will open with Sinfonia Varsovia’s concert on 1 May at 6 PM in the Jordanki Cultural and Congress Center in Toruń. The program will feature Kazimierz Serocki's virtuosic Romantic Concerto for piano and orchestra inspired by Polish folklore. The composer’s early work has not been published yet, so the artists will perform it from copies of the manuscript. Sinfonia Varsovia will be conducted by Michał Klauza and share the stage with pianist Adam Kośmieja. The program will be complemented by Stanisław Moniuszko's Fairytale Fantasy Overture and Ludwig van Beethoven's Symphony No. 7 in A major, Op. 92. Guest passes for the event will be available at the box office of the CKK Jordanki.
This year Sinfonia Varsovia will appear at the Gdańsk Music Festival for the fourth time. On 19 May at 7 PM in the Baltic Philharmonic, the orchestra will give a special symphonic concert under the baton of Jean-Jacques Kantorow with Alexandre Kantorow on piano. The repertoire will feature Piano Concerto No. 4 in G major Op. 58 and Symphony No. 4 in B major Op. 60 by Ludwig van Beethoven. The event is ticketed.
On 29 May at 6 PM, Mińsk Mazowiecki will host a choral and symphonic concert, which was postponed from last year, marking the 600th anniversary of the town. We will hear Grzegorz Duchnowski's vocal–instrumental works on the grounds of the Kazimierz Wielki School Complex no. 1: Credo from Missa Pro Peccatis Mundi, Veni Creator, and the premiere of Symphony No. 6 Holy God for mezzo-soprano, mixed choir, and orchestra to the lyrics of the hymn by Jan Kasprowicz. Led by Anna Duczmal-Mróz, Sinfonia Varsovia will be joined by the Warsaw University of Technology Choir, the Tibi Domine Choir, and soloists Małgorzata Walewska, Anna Mikołajczyk (sopranos), Aneta Łukaszewicz (mezzo-soprano), Tomasz Raff and Patryk Rymanowski (basses).
